Meeting Goal:  review findings from community meeting #1 and identify preliminary locations for specific amenities & improvements

Meeting Agenda
· Welcome – Lynn Huston, Friends of Sunset Park, introduced the project partners: Shoreline School District, City of Shoreline, Friends of Sunset Park, Leadership Team, Steering Group, Community Members and Pomegranate Center.  She asked newcomers to identify themselves – about 25% new attendees. 
· Where we are in the process- Milenko Matanovic, Pomegranate Center, set the context for this meeting by reviewing project and meeting goals as well as the project timeline
Project Goal: develop a community-owned conceptual plan for how Sunset Elementary site and Boeing Creek Open Space can best serve the community

Meeting Goal:  review findings from community meeting #1 and identify preliminary locations for specific amenities & improvements

Project schedule: 3 community meetings (Jan 19, Feb 23, April 6), 1 design workshop (March 6). 6 steering group meetings, ongoing leadership meetings, summary report with conceptual designs.

· Project background- Dave Buchan, City of Shoreline, discussed general project background and then presented the details of Sunset School and the Boeing Creek sites:
General project background: 

· formation of Friends of Sunset Park (FoSP) to ensure good use of Sunset Site

· FoSP raised $20,000 to create a site improvement plan

· City of Shoreline interested in developing adjacent lot referred to as Boeing Creek Open Space

· City of Shoreline contributed $35,000 for planning to link the Sunset site and the Boeing Creek Open Space into one planning process.

Boeing Creek Open Space background:

· 4.5 acres 

· Adjacent parcel- Boeing Creek Park- recently developed

· Open Space parcel offers opportunity for trails and  connections to existing green spaces

· Restrictions: steep slopes, sink holes, overgrowth, etc…

· Possibilities: info kiosk, trails, linkage to 8th Ave NW, connections to other trails and parks

Sunset School Site background:

· 6.5 acres 

· Purchased by School District in 1956

· School closure - June 2007

· Formation of Friends of Sunset Park

· Anticipate that the existing buildings will come down

· Footprint of the building needs to be preserved for possible future school structure—no permanent structures

· Playfield area stays

· Memorial garden is preserved

· Considerations for noise, lights, parking 

· Key Findings from Community Meeting #1: Milenko reviewed the findings from the first community meeting in preparation for the small group work.  The findings include: project criteria, values, amenities for the sites, ideas that were suggested but questioned and then some things that are “given”.
Project Criteria: the final concept generated by the community should honor all of the criteria
· Preserve school foot print 

· Build upon current uses of site

· Link the two sites

· Preserve the memorial garden 

· Enhance views to the west

· Keep name “Sunset School”

· Follow site/environmental constraints of Boeing Creek Open Space

· Strike balance between neighborhood integration and new possibilities

Each table (12 tables total) was given two large site plans and asked to identify locations for specific amenities and site improvements: 

· Draw initial ideas on maps

· Present initial concepts to large group

· Identify preferred concepts and integrate them into the second map

Closing Comments – Milenko thanked everyone for their hard work and explained that Pomegranate Center along with the steering group will synthesize these maps.  Repeating ideas will begin to determine the community’s priorities.  These ideas will be translated into conceptual designs with the community’s help at the March 6 design workshop.
