March 6, 9:00am–4:00pm

Workshop Goal:  review findings from community meeting #2, visit the site, and work in small groups to explore design solutions

Workshop Overview:
· Welcome – Lynn Huston, Friends of Sunset Park, introduced the project partners: Shoreline School District, City of Shoreline, Friends of Sunset Park, Leadership Team, Steering Group, Community Members and Pomegranate Center.  
· Where we are in the process- Milenko Matanovic, Pomegranate Center, set the context for this workshop by reviewing project findings, showed an initial concept plan that reflected those findings, and asked the designers to serve these findings with their expertise.
· Site visit – the group walked around the Sunset School site and started to visualize how and where different elements could be created
· Small group work – designer and community members worked in small groups: 
1. Lower Sunset field zone; 
2. Transition zone are between the Upper and Lower Sunset fields; 
3. Upper Sunset field zone; 
4. Boeing Creek Open Space
· Presentation of ideas – at 3 pm leaders of different groups shared their design possibilities with the community

Ideas: Lower Sunset Field

Playground

· Fort with recycled material

· Add play equipment for preschoolers

· Add swings

· Add giant slide to hill

Parking

· Add kiosks

· Add a drop off area to the north side

· Look at entry access

· Restroom (bermed?) at drop off

View Corridor

· Tie into entry

· Reuse the poles to define path

· Temporal water feature

Central Field

· Flexible use for Frisbee, volleyball, etc

·  Skateboard ramp which is portable and rustles between mounds

· Basketball Court

Water Feature

· Use elevation of leading you to the pea patch

· Educational component of water and garden

· Temporal water feature that connects to the pea patch

Pea Patch

· Consider a well for community and for growing healthier plants

· Sundial

Memorial Garden

· Two mounds along 10th Ave to embrace gateway

· Signage integrated into the berm

· Bermed area lowers at viewpoint for entry

10th Ave

· Flexible parking possibilities 

· Handicap drop off

Additional Ideas

· The shelter should have solar panels on the roof

· Add a storage shed

Transition Zone between the Upper and Lower Sunset fields

· Retain trees

· Create sloped seating so people can watch the play field

· Add art fence (ball barrier)

· Reroute existing path to lower area

· Integrate a slide into the slope

· Add a spiral mound with a sundial in the middle and a time capsule

· Create a amphitheater and a stage

· Possible labyrinth pattern on the stage

· Create a soft path that connects the play field and the picnic area

· Add a picnic area

· Use existing brick as pavers for the picnic pad

· Covered kiosk to south side

· Add a ADA accessible ramp with a stairway weaved through that leads up to the field

· Group liked pyramid idea with seating levels

· Address setback on south side 

· Bermed into landscape

· Possible dog drinking fountain

Upper Sunset Field Zone

· Stepped seating / berm along west side of the field

· 4’ tall minimum 

· Path circling entire field

· ADA accessible

· Para course

· Benches

· Fill-in trees

· Shift soccer field and goals over 20’ north

· Remove north backstop and shift south backstop

· Gateway columns at Northeast and Southeast entries

· Add bike racks near gateways

· Add solar lighting along thru-path (8th to 10th)

· 8 years and younger: field use

· Add a swale along 8th Ave

· Add a crushed gravel or asphalt path along 8th Ave 

Boeing Creek Zone

· Integrative path 

· Site history

· Habitat

· Really cool signs

· Cell phone tour

· Gateway entries that mimic elements at sunset park

· Daylight stream – backyard habitat exhibits

· Butterflies

· Birds

· Wildlife

· Renovate pump house to shelter with green roof

· Add parking bays on 6th Ave & 175th St

· ADA trail around ephemeral wetland

· Create a bride and lookout area

· Spilt rail to delineate park boundary

· Have fence match the one in Boeing Creek park

· Protected pedestrian pathway at parking area

· Add a iconic forest element

· Add a kiosk and shelter to the southeast side of the open space.

· Add a gateway on  the 6th Ave side close to 176th St

· Add crosswalks to the corner of 6th Ave & 175th St

· 1. Upper Sunset field: 
· 2. Transition are between the Upper and Lower Sunset fields; 
· 3. Lower Sunset field; 
· 4. Boeing Creek Open Space
· Community comments – many positive comments, and also concerns about too many activities, parking, and possible noise; questions about skate park and large amphitheater; reaffirmation that this is a neighborhood park: smaller, simpler, quieter.

· Next steps – Milenko explained that the presented designs will change with new input from community, the City, the School District and the Parks Board.  He thanked everyone for participating (especially designers who were willing to offer their skills) and understanding the gradual evolution of the plan which will be presented at the April 6 Community Meeting.
